Draft of new regulation of xx.xx.2006 concerning products for external use for care and marking using chemical means of animals

Product for external use for care and marking using chemical means of animals: Substance or combination of substances which is used for external care of animals for hygienic purposes or for reasons of welfare, appearance or protection, and substances which are injected in animals subcutaneously to mark them.  External care also encompasses care of bodily orifices (mouth, teeth, etc).

This draft regulation encompasses all situations associated with developing, producing, importing, processing, distributing, exporting and selling of products for external use for care and marking using chemical means of animals and animal health care personnel’s duty to report any side effects when using such products. Products meant for use in the eyes or which are consumed orally are not included.  Products which are fixed items are not included.

Note: This draft regulation covers an area of law which is not regulated by EEA/EC-law. The draft regulation is intended to supplement the new Norwegian Act of 21 December 2005 No. 126 concerning cosmetics and body care products etc. 

Whereas pharmaceutical products for animals are subject to strict regulation, at present there is no regulation directed explicitly at cosmetic products intended for use on animals. From an ethical and from an animal welfare point of view, however, there are weighty arguments for introducing such regulation. Primarily, animals should not be exposed to health risks when cosmetic products are applied to them. Like human beings, animals can develop allergic reactions and chronic intestinal injuries from various substances. Studies show that many ingredients which are strictly regulated when used in cosmetic products for humans are in frequent and unregulated use in products intended for animals.
