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Draft of new regulation of xx.xx.2006 concerning products for cutaneous injection for cosmetic purposes

Product for cutaneous injection for cosmetic purposes: All substances or combination of substances which are meant to be introduced into the skin of humans or animals to change the appearance in ways other than those encompassed by the regulation of xx.xx.2006 concerning tattooing products.

This draft regulation encompasses all situations associated with developing, producing, importing, processing, distributing, exporting and selling of products for cutaneous injection for cosmetic purposes and health personnel’s duty to report any side effects when using such products.

Note: This draft regulation covers an area of law which is not regulated by EEA/EC-law. The draft regulation is intended to supplement the new Norwegian Act of 21 December 2005 No. 126 concerning cosmetics and body care products etc. 

In effect, products for cutaneous injection can be very similar to tattooing products, pharmaceuticals and to certain kinds of medical device. Consequently, like the said categories of products, products for cutaneous injection may frequently involve health risks. For this reason, such products should be more strictly regulated than other cosmetic products.
