Draft of Regulations requiering documentation for imports of certain categories of long-grain rice originating in the USA, in order to avoid contamination by non-approved genetically modified rice LL 601

Long-grain rice originating in the USA intended for use as food stuff or feeding stuff, comprised by numbers 10 06 2010, 10 06 2090, 10 06 3010 and 10 06 3020 of the Norwegian customs tariff.

Broken rice originating in the USA intended for use as food stuff or feeding stuff, comprised by numbers 10 06 4010 og 10 06 4020 of the Norwegian customs tariff, except for broken rice that is cerified free from long-grain rice.

All imports to Norway of rice falling within the scope of the Regulations must be accompanied by an original analytical report, which documents that the products do not contain genetically modified rice of the category LL 601.

The Norwegian Regulations are almost identical to the European Commission’s Decision 2006/601/EC of 5 September 2006 (”On emergency measures regarding the non-authorised genetically modified organism ‘LL RICE 601’ in rice products (notified under document number C(2006) 3932)). The only difference between the Norwegian Regulations and the Commission Decision is that the Norwegian customs tarriffs might possibly differ slightly from those of the European Union. The question of this possible difference is presently being investigated.  

The reasons for the Norwegian Regulations are the very same as the reasons stated in the preamble of Commission Decision 2006/601/EC.

The EC body of rules regulating genetically modified organisms is not yet a part of the EEA Agreement. Consequently, those EC regulations do not impose legal obligations on Norway. However, on this occasion, Norway deems it important to adopt identical emergency measures as the EU. Thus, the Norwegian Regulations in question have been adopted on a national legal basis.
