Draft regulations requiring documentation for imports of certain categories of long-grain rice

originating in the USA, in order to avoid contamination by non-approved genetically modified rice LL 601

Laid down by the Norwegian Ministry of Health and Care Services and the Norwegian

Ministry of Agriculture and Food on XX September 2006 pursuant to the Act of 19 December 2003 No 124 on Food Production and Food Safety (the Food Act) sections 12 C), 15 and 23 first paragraph, cf. General Regulations of 8 July 1983 No 1252 on Production of and Trade in Foodstuffs section 16a sixth paragraph and Regulations of 7 November 2002 No 1290 on Feedingstuffs section 7a, cf. Decision on Delegation of Authority of 19 December 2003 No 1790.    
Section 1 Scope

This Decision applies to the following products: 

a) Long-grain rice intended for use as foodstuffs or feedingstuffs, comprised by numbers 10 06 2010, 10 06 2090, 10 06 3010 and 10 06 3020 of the Norwegian customs tariff.

b) Broken rice intended for use as foodstuffs or feedingstuffs, comprised by numbers 10 06 4010 and 10 06 4020 of the Norwegian customs tariff, except for broken rice that is certified free from long-grain rice.

Section 2 Requirements concerning accompanying analytical reports 


All imports to Norway of long-grain rice originating in the United States of America falling within the scope of these Regulations must be accompanied by an original analytical report, which documents that the products do not contain genetically modified rice of the category LL 601.


The analytical report shall be issued by an accredited laboratory and based on a validated method for detection of genetically modified rice LL 601 and it shall accompany the consignment. 

If a consignment is split, a certified copy of the analytical report shall accompany each part of the split consignment. 

In the absence of an analytical report, the importer shall have the product tested to demonstrate that it does not contain genetically modified rice LL 601. Pending availability of the analytical report, the consignment shall not be placed on the market.  
Section 3 Recovery of costs        


All costs incurred in analysing, storing and returning or destructing consignments shall be borne by the operator. 
Section 4 Penal measures 

Intentional or negligent infringements of these Regulations or provisions laid down pursuant to these Regulations are punishable in pursuance of section 28 of the Act on Food Production and Food Safety. 
Section 5 Amendments to these Regulations


The Norwegian Food Safety Authority is authorised to amend and repeal these Regulations. 
Section 6 Entry into force   


These Regulations enter into force immediately.
