Norway proposes to ban the, production, import, export, sale, use and possesion of fire fighting foams containing PFOS or PFOS-related substances in a concentration equal or higher than 0.001 % by mass.

PFOS is very persistent in the environment, bio-accumulative and toxic to mammalian species, and a priority substance in Norway. The national target for this substance is to substantially reduce the emissions of PFOS and PFOS-related substances at the latest by 2010.

The proposed ban will prevent the discharge of approximately 8 tons of this environmental toxin in the future. It will also prevent any future use of PFOS or PFOS-related substances in textiles and proofing compounds.
