The draft regulation applies to Norwegian flagged Mobile Offshore Units.

The draft implies that the most recently adopted requirements in force will apply to all MOU’s, irrespectively of age. Previous approved MOU’s will have to make necessary upgrades as a result of this new regulation.

The definition of “company” is suggested to be harmonised with the definition given in the Ship Safety Act, § 4.

The main new technical provision of the draft is § 7, concerning general requirements. This provision harmonises the national regulation concerning deck cranes on board Norwegian flagged MOU’s with the EN 13852-1 standard.

The other new technical provisions is:

- § 13 (1), concerning testing of the crane. Additional requirement regarding testing of the crane before it enters into service.

Other provisions that have undergone minor adjustments to their wording, with the intent to enhance the contents of the rquirements, are:

- § 8 (2) litra a, concerning design criteria.

- § 8 (6) litra a, concerning winches.

- § 12, concerning special tools.

- § 13 (3), concerning testing, examination and certification.

9. - An updated set of regulations, harmonising the national regulations with the ISO standard.

- The proposed amendments will hold the MOU’s to the same or bring them to a higher, more uniform and predictable level of safety.

- Modernising the old regulation and bringing its requirements up to todays practice.

- Regulations no. 31 of 13 January 1986 concerning deck cranes, etc. on mobile offshore units, which will be repealed five years after the new regulations enters into force.
