In Regulations 18 September 2006 No. 1068 the following amendments are made:

§ 1 litra a) shall be as follows:

"Long-grain rice intended for use as foodstuffs or feedingstuffs, comprised by numbers 10 06 1010, 10 06 1090, 10 06 2010, 10 06 2090, 10 06 3010 and 10 06 3020 of the Norwegian customs tariff".
New § 2a shall be as follows:
§ 2a Requirements concerning sampling, analysis and issuing of accompanying documents by the Norwegian Food Safety Authority

All imports to Norway of long-grain rice originating in the United States of America falling within the scope of these Regulations must, in addition to the original analytical report as mentioned in § 2, be subject to sampling and analysis in Norway by the Norwegian Food Safety Authority. The consignments may not be placed on the market unless the Norwegian Food Safety Authority has issued an accompanying document stating that the consignment does not contain or consist of genetically modified rice LL 601.

If a consignment as mentioned in the fist paragraph is split, a certified copy of the accompanying document issued by the Norwegian Food Safety Authority shall accompany each part of the split consignment.


All costs resulting from sampling, analysis and issuing of the official accompanying document shall be born by the operator responsible for the consignment according to the fees stated in Regulations 13 February 2004 No. 406.


The paragraphs above do not apply to consignments that have already been officially sampled and analysed in another EU- or EFTA-country according to equivalent measures and that are accompanied by  equivalent accompanying documents demonstrating that the consignments do not contain genetically modified rice LL 601.
§ 3 shall be as follows:

§ 3 Recovery of other costs etc.


All other costs incurred in analysing, storing and returning or destructing consignments etc. shall be borne by the operator.
