Cabel TV networks and equipment being an integral part of cabel TV networks. Retailers of TV sets are required to supply insulated connections cf. article 8.

The regulations lay down electrical insulation requirements on the connection between the electronic communications networks coaxial wall socket and the connected terminal equipment. This connection is defined as a part of the electronic communications network. All new and rebuilt electronic communications networks of such kind shall be fitted with such electrical insulation. Retailers of TV sets are required to supply insulated connections.

The main objective is to prevent risk of fire wenn connecting modern LCD and plasma TV sets to electronic communications networks with a coaxial wall socket. Several such TV sets have taken fire or set fire to networks. It happens because in the terminal equipment there is a galvanic connection between the AC power line earth and the equipment sockets used for connection to the electronic communications networks.
