In general the proposed regulations apply to Norwegian-registered, passenger ships carrying 12 or fewer passengers. The regulation is meant to replace parts of existing regulations.The draft regulations contain requirements relating to approval of equipment, arrangement and design such passenger ships, and qualifications for crew. The Draft also regulates certification of ships and surveys.

9.
The Norwegian Ministry of Transport and Communication decided that a new regulation for passenger ships carrying 12 or fewer passengers should be established. Certain crafts or vessels could not be certified for passenger transportation due to the design of the ships and the current regulations. These vessels operated in the a grey area between high risk sports activities and the more traditional cruise/adventure segment. These vessels are now included in the draft regulation.
