The draft exempts music videograms from the registration and labelling requirements in the Act of 15 May 1987 No 21 relating to Films and Videograms articles 7 and 8. Music videos will also be exempt from the levy payable to the Norwegian Cinema and Film Foundation, cf. article 3 of the Act relating to Films and Videograms.   

9.
The markets for CDs and music-DVDs are beginning to converge. For instance, more and more music is marketed on discs containing both sound and image files. National rules on labelling also involve practical difficulties for the music business because music videos are normally produced for a single european market. Finally, music videos fall outside of the main purpose of the Act, which is to protect children and young people against the possible harmful effect of violence and pornography in films and videograms.
