Regulation amending a regulation on the intermixture of additives in foods, No. 526/2006 

Article 1  

The wording of Article 3 is as follows: 

The additives specified in the annex to this regulation, Table 1, may be intermixed in foods in the form specified in Table 2. 


The intermixture of additives in unprocessed foods, such as meat, fish, fruits and vegetables, is forbidden. A manufacturer or distributor shall notify the Environment and Food Agency of the intermixture of additives in food and deliver a sample of the product's label. 

The nutritive values of foods intermixed with additives shall be labelled. The labelling shall be in accordance with Article 9 of the Regulation on labelling the nutritive values of foods, No. 586/1993, and be based on the total quantity of additives in the product when the intermixture occurs. 

The Environment and Food Agency can issue instructions on the acceptable maximum quantities of specified additives in foods. 

If there is a reasonable suspicion that a product covered by this regulation is dangerous to people's health, the manufacture, import and sale of the relevant product may be limited or banned, cf. Articles 28 and 29 of the Food Act, No. 93/1995. 

Article 2

Article 3
This regulation is set by the authority of Articles 17, 18 and 22 of the Food Act, No. 93/1995, and Act No. 7/1998 on hygiene and antipollution measures. This regulation has been notified in accordance with the provisions of Directive 98/34/EC laying down a procedure for the provision of information in the field of technical standards and regulations.
The regulation goes into force immediately. 
Temporary provisions are worded as follows: 

Notice shall be given, cf. Article 3, of products falling under this regulation that are already on the market when it goes into force, within a year of its entry into force. 

Products may be sold that do not conform to the provisions of this regulation and were put on the market or labelled before this regulation's entry into force for as long as their remaining shelf life, although not longer than through 31 December 2009. 
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
