Regulation pertaining to the handling of flammable, reactive and pressurised substances including requisite handling equipment and facilities.

Handling, storage, process treatment and transport in pipelines of flammable, reactive and pressurised substances. Regulates planning, design, construction and operation etc, except design and construction of equipment covered by Directive 97/23.

    The regulation shall form the basis for the safe handling of flammable, reactive and pressurised substances and mixtures. The regulation applies to onshore enterprises requisite equipment and facilities. Handling includes manufacturing, storage, treatment, processing, transport, loading, unloading, trade, commerce, import, export, transfer, use and destruction. The regulation also applies to the planning, design, production and installation of equipment and units to the extent that these are not covered by the Regulation related to Pressure Equipment, the Regulation relating to Simple Pressure Vessels and the Regulation relating to the Transport of Dangerous Goods by Road and Rail. The Globally Harmonized System of Classification and Labelling of Chemicals (GHS) issued by the United Nations is referred to as the basis for the classification of the hazardous properties. The requirement for applications has been replaced by a simpler notification system.

9.
The regulation is a result of a rationalization and modernisation of the Norwegian legislation concerning handling of substances and mixture with hazardous physicochemical properties.The proposed draft on the Regulation pertaining to the handling of flammable, reactive and pressurised substances including requisite handling equipment and facilities, will replace the following regulations:·

· Regulation dated 26th June 2002 No. 744 concerning flammable material
· Regulation dated 27th February 2004 No. 490 concerning flammable or pressurised substances. 
· Regulation dated 9th May 2000 No. 421concerning facilities that dispense engine fuels (filling stations, marinas, etc.) 
· Regulation dated 24th February 2004 No. 456 concerning transport of petroleum in pipelines over land
