The food additive Red 2G (E128) and foodstuffs containing the food additive in question.

The proposal suspends the use of the food additives Red 2G (E128) in food. Futhermore, the proposal suspends the placing on the market and the import of foodstuffs containing Red 2G (E128).

9.
Food additives may only be used when there is evidence that its use is not harmful to health. Norway has implemented directive 94/36/EC on colours for use in foodstuffs and thus authorised the use of Red 2G (E128) in Breakfast sausages with a minimum cereal content of 6 % and burger meat with a minimum cereal content of 4 %. The European Food Safety Authority has re-evaluated the safety of the colour Red 2G (E128) and has withdrawn its ADI. The reason is that Red 2G (E128) is readily and extensively metabolised to aniline. Aniline is considered as a carcinogen for which a genotoxic mechanism cannot be excluded. The substance Red 2G (E128) is therefore not suitable for use as a food additive and the use of Red 2G (E128), the import and placing on the market of foodstuffs containing Red 2G (E128) is therefore suspended.
