The regulation implements Commission Regulation (EC) no. 1739/2005. In addition, existing quarantine requirements in Norwegian national legislation for bats, monkeys, and carnivores have been repeated in the regulation’s § 3.

9.
The existing national quarantine requirements are repeated in § 3 of the Regulation on movement of circus animals because Commission Regulation (EC) no. 1739/2005 applies without prejudice to measures applicable to animals susceptible to rabies as provided for in directive 92/65/EEC. The national quarantine requirements are copied from Regulation 20th February 2004 no. 464 §§ 6 and 13 cf. Regulation 20th February 2004 nr. 453. Monkeys could before only be brought into Norway if they were to be placed in authorized institutions, which had to be in permanent buildings. The new Regulation on the movement of circus animals § 3 is in fact less stringent than the rules from 2004.
