Unofficial translation of Regulation … No. … concerning animal health requirements for the movements of circus animals within the EEA § 3:

§ 3 
Quarantine for bats, primates and carnivores that are brought to Norway


The circus operator, or the person responsible for the animal act, must ensure that bats (Chiroptera), primates (Primates) and carnivores (Carnivora), with the exception of dogs, cats and ferrets, that fall within the scope of Regulation (EC) No. 1739/2005 are quarantined when they are brought to Norway. The place where the animals are quarantined must be suitably located, constructed and equipped for the prevention of spreading possible rabies infections to other animals or people. The place of quarantine must be approved by The Norwegian Food Safety Authority before the animals arrive in Norway.


Carnivores and primates must be kept in the approved place of quarantine the first 6 months after arrival in Norway, or for the duration of their stay in Norway if this is shorter than 6 months. Bats must be kept in the approved place of quarantine as long as they live, or for the duration of their stay in Norway. The Norwegian Food Safety Authority may set terms for the manner in which the quarantine is carried out, including personnel requirements, supervision of the animals, recording of data, cleaning, feeding, and care of animals, in addition to terms concerning the handling of waste and manure.  

Carnivores and primates that have lived in Sweden, Ireland or the United Kingdom since birth or the 6 months before arrival in Norway, are exempted from the quarantine requirement above.
