The draft regulation applies to Norwegian flagged Mobile Offshore Units.

The draft implies that the most recently adopted requirements in force will apply to all MOU’s, irrespectively of age. Previous approved MOU’s will have to make necessary upgrades as a result of this new regulation.

The main new technical provision of the draft is Chapter VIII, §§ 28-31, concerning Aeronautical meteorological service. This provision harmonises the national regulation concerning helicopter decks and helicopter services on board Norwegian flagged MOU’s with the CAA-N regulation 'governing continental shelf operations – commercial air traffic to and from helidecks on offshore installations and vessels.

The other new technical provisions is:- § 8, concerning the size of the helicopter deck, which now shall have a diameter of 1,25 x D.

Other provisions that have undergone adjustments, with the intent to enhance the contents of the rquirements, are:
- § 15 (3), concerning alternatives to the safety net.
- § 21 (1), concerning the colour of the helideck.
- § 21 (3), concerning the markings on the helideck.
- § 27 (1) litra b, concerning the lighting of the helideck, Green instead of yellow perimeter lights.

An updated set of regulations, harmonising the national regulations with the regulation governing continental shelf operations – commercial air traffic to and from helidecks on offshore installations and vessels, given by the Norwegian Civil Aviation Authority.

The proposed amendments will hold the MOUs to the same or bring them to a higher, more uniform and predictable level of safety.
