Regulation (EC) No. 852/2004, Article 13, Paragraph 5

The draft regulation lays down that other solutions than flush lavatories connected to an effective drainage system, cf. Regulation (EC) No. 852/2004, Annex II, Chapter I, Paragraph 3, are equally valid as long as such solutions do not cause contamination of food or hygienic inconvenience.

9.
The purpose of the draft regulation is to update Norwegian legislation on food hygiene and control as a consequence of the incorporation of the regulations in the food hygiene package in the EEA Agreement, ref. EEA Joint Committee Decision No. 137/2007 of 26. October 2007.

Regulation (EC) No. 852/2004 applies to food establishments in certain remote areas where no drainage system exists, for instance tourist huts and lodges in the Norwegian mountain areas. Such establishments should establish alternative solutions which are hygienically acceptable. Reference is made to Regulation (EC) No. 852/2004, Article 13, Paragraph 4.
