Draft regulation concerning alternative solutions for lavatories
Laid down by the Ministry of Fisheries and Coastal Affairs, the Ministry of Health and Care Services and the Ministry of Agriculture and Food xx.xx.xxxx pursuant to the Act of 19 December 2003 No. 124 relating to food production and food safety etc. (The Food Act) §§ 7 and 33, re. Delegatory Decision of 19 December 2003 No. 1790 and Regulation xx.xx.xxxx on hygiene of  foodstuffs  re. Regulation (EC) No. 852/2004 Article 13, Paragraph 4 b). § 1 
General requirements for premises where foodstuffs are to be found 

1. An adequate number of flush lavatories are to be available and connected to an effective drainage system. The lavatories are not to open directly into rooms in which food is handled.

2. Pursuant to no. 1, other solutions for lavatories which are not connected to a drainage system are equally valid as long as such solutions do not cause contamination of food or other hygienic inconvenience for the establishment or the environment.
