Regulation (EC) 854/2004, Annex I, Section I, Chapter II, Litra D, Paragraph 1 stipulates requirements that carcases and accompanying offal are to be subjected without delay after slaughter to post-mortem inspection. The draft regulation lays down national measures stating that in slaughterhouses with low throughput, as defined in § 3, post-mortem inspection can be performed immediately after slaughtering and at the latest within 24 hours after slaughtering.

The purpose of the draft regulation is to update Norwegian legislation on food hygiene and control as a consequence of the incorporation of the regulations in the food hygiene package in the EEA Agreement, ref. EEA Joint Committee Decision No. 137/2007 of 26. October 2007.

The national measures in the draft regulation have the aim of accommodating the needs of food businesses and ensure the effective use of resources in slaughterhouses with a low throughput. Reference is made to Regulation (EC) No. 854/2004, Article 17, Paragraph 4.
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
