The draft regulations lay down specific requirements for allowing slaughterhouse staff to assist the official veterinarian in carrying out specific, defined inspection tasks that correspond to the inspection tasks that official auxiliaries may perform as stated in Regulation (EC) No. 854/2004, Article 5, Paragraph 6, Litra a), cf. Annex I, Section III, Chapter III, Part A and Annex I, Section III, Chapter I, Paragraphs 1, 2 and 3.

The purpose of the draft regulations is to update Norwegian legislation on food hygiene and control as a consequence of the incorporation of the regulations in the food hygiene package in the EEA Agreement, ref. EEA Joint Committee Decision No. 137/2007 of 26. October 2007.

Member States may allow slaughterhouse staff to assist with official controls by carrying out certain specific tasks in relation to the production of meat from poultry and lagomorphs. Reference is made to Regulation (EC) No. 854/2004, Article 5, Paragraph 6, Litra a).
