The draft regulation lays down specific requirements concerning the meat control, the approval for the national market and the form of the health mark of meat approved for placing on the national market from animals that have undergone emergency slaughter.

9.
The purpose of the draft regulation is to update Norwegian legislation on food hygiene and control as a consequence of the incorporation of the regulations in the food hygiene package in the EEA Agreement, ref. EEA Joint Committee Decision No. 137/2007 of 26. October 2007.

Meat from animals having undergone emergency slaughter should bear a special health mark and may be placed on the market only in the Member State where slaughter takes place and in accordance with national law. Reference is made to Regulation (EC) No. 854/2004, Article 5, Paragraph 2 and Article 17, Paragraph 3, cf. Annex I, Section I, Chapter III, Paragraph 7 and Regulation (EC) No. 853/2004, Annex III, Section I, Chapter VI, Paragraph 9.
