Motor vehicle – apply to vehicles with a total weight over 3 500 kg

The amendment proposes a minimum of 1,6 mm tread pattern depth for vehicles with total weight over 3 500 kg
9.
The amendment is introduced to increase road traffic safety. Findings suggest that accidents increase with lesser tread depths. For vehicles with a total weight less than 3 500 kg the demand is already 1,6 mm. The Norwegian Roads Administration find it expedient to set the same demands for heavier vehicles. The requirement of 1.6 mm is already introduced in Finland and Sweden. The Norwegian requirement will imply harmonization between the Nordic countries, and furthermore prevent dumping of tyres that may not be sold in Finland and Sweden because of their requirement of 1,6 mm tread depth.
