”Amendments to the Norwegian Motor Vehicle Construction Regulation. 
Laid down by the Directorate of Public roads ……… with legal authority in the Road Traffic Act of June 18th 1965 no. 4 Sections 13, 14, 15, 16 and 36, cf. Delegation Decision from the Ministry of Transport and Communications of November 24th 1980. 

I
In Regulation of October 4th 1994 no. 918 concerning Motor Vehicle Construction the following amendments will be made: 
Section 13-1 no. 3.1.2 shall read (the changes in italics):
Vehicles with a permitted total weight of over 3 500 kg, two or three-wheeled motor vehicles and trailers with a design speed of over 40 km/h and with a permitted total weight of over 3 500 kg, must have tyres with a tread pattern with at depth of at least 1,6 mm across ¾ of the tread around the entire circumference of the tyre, apart from any points where any wear indicators are positioned. The same applies to tractors or trailer equipment with a design speed of over 40 km/h or motorised equipment with a design speed of over 30 km/h or more. 
II
The amendment come into force immediately.”
