The draft amendment is the 2nd paragraph written in italics
Regulation 2 November 2004 No 1441 on Manufacture and Import of Medicinal Products
§ 3-2 Personal import

Private persons can for personal use and without restriction to § 3-1 first paragraph import:

a) a reasonable quantity medicinal products corresponding to a maximum of one (1) years consumption upon entry from countries in the EEA-area

b) a reasonable quantity medicinal products corresponding to a maximum of three (3) months consumption upon entry from a third country
Private persons over the age of 18 can , for personal use and without restriction to § 3-1 first paragraph, import, by dispachement from countries in the EEA-area during a 3 month period, medicinal products corresponding to a maximum of 3 months of consumption. The Ministry may by consideration of the protection of health of humans or animals forbid certain medicinal products by dispachement from countries in the EEA-area.
 
Documents proving that the medicines are for personal use and are legally obtained in the country of purchase must be provided to the customs authority.

Import by dispachement from a third country is prohibited.

The Norwegian Medicines Agency can exempt from the prohibition on import by dispachement from a third country on particular grounds of the protection of health and life of humans or animals.
Separate provisions exits on the import of drugs and medicines under the scope of Regulation of 30 April 1993 no.318 on what deemed substances of doping.
