8. A ban to operate mail order trade in medicinal products that was in article 20 of the Medicinal Product Act No. 93/1994 has been deleted by new law that will come into force 1. November 2008. Instead of a provision saying that mail order trade in medicinal products is banned there will be a new provision saying that the Minister is permitted to issue a regulation on procedure and technical requirements on mail order trade in medicinal products. The aim of the new law is to increase competition on the pharmaceutical market and increase services to the patients and other customers. In the explanatory notes to the new law it is further stated that licensed pharmacies are permitted to operate mail order trade in medicinal products and that law and regulations built on the EU directives on medicinal products are in other respect in force. This draft technical regulation on mail order trade in medicinal products is built on requirements put forward in the Resolution of  the Council of Europe, Committee of Ministers, (Resolution ResAP(2007)2 on good practices for distributing medicines via mail order which protect patient safety and the quality of the delivered medicine. Code of Ethics and the Professional Standards and Guidance for Internet Pharmacy Services of the Royal Pharmaceutical Society of Great Britain has also been taken into account with drafting this regulation on mail order trade in medicinal products as well as  the so called DocMorris case (Case C-322/01 Deutscher Apothekerverband eV v. 0800 DocMorris NV (11 December 2003)).
9. The Icelandic pharmaceutical market is very small compared to the market in other EEA countries and can be described as an oligopoly market when it comes to medicinal products. The aim of the regulation is therefore to increase competition and services on the market.
10. Mail order trade in medicinal products has not been regulated by the EU. Reference is however made to the documents mentioned under point 8.
