On 4th December 2008 the Norwegian Parliament enacted the Norwegian Governments bill proposal regarding the prohibition of the processing of payments from Norway to non-licensed gaming. Before the bill comes into force it is necessary to lay down more detailed regulations regarding the implementation of the prohibition by Norwegian financial entities.
