                  1956 nr.1 on the Supervision of Credit Institutions, Insurance Companies and    

                  Securities Trading etc. § 1PRIVATE

                  §4 Prohibition on processing of payments

               Entities as mentioned in § 3 are prohibited from procuring stakes and prizes for gambling without a Norwegian license.
               The prohibition applies for payments via debit and credit cards, bank transfers and e-money.

                The prohibition applies to payments that may be identified after a merchant coding system. 

                 The Norwegian Gaming Authority may issue an order to block payment transfers to and from particular bank accounts
§ 5 Information duty
              Upon payment transfers being blocked as a result of a merchant coding system, entities as mentioned in § 3 must inform The Norwegian Gaming Authority of the name, address and bank account number of the payment recipient. Names and other information establishing a connection to individual persons must not be registered.     
             Information must be dispatched to The Norwegian Gaming Authority electronically.   
§ 6 Reporting requirements

                Entities as mentioned in §3 are obliged to keep annual reports over payments blocked as a result of these regulations. Such reports must be drawn up on fixed forms and dispatched to The Norwegian Gaming Authority electronically by the end of each year.    
                 The Norwegian Gaming Authority may in special cases grant an alternative reporting frequency than laid down in these regulations.
