8. The bill renews and updates the existing licensing procedures for the export control of certain goods, and adds stipulations on services, including brokering, regarding arms and dual use items. These goods are primarily susceptible to military or para-military use, use in terrorism or organised crime. 

With regard to Art. 12(1) of the notified draft, the intention would be to establish a list of the items which shall not be included in an exemption from a ban in a regulation, rather than in the Act itself.

With regard to Art. 14 of the notified draft, the Bill takes into account the existing law in Iceland on publication of laws which allows such publication in foreign languages in certain exceptional circumstances.  A translation of the lists in question would delay the entry into force of the legislation by at least one year.

9. The bill is put forward for international security reasons and to improve compliance with international obligations, including those stemming from the UN Security Council, OSCE, adhesion to the Chemical Weapons Convention, participation in the Australian Group, MTCR and NSG, as well as potential membership in the Wassenaar Arrangement.
The bill replaces the draft notified on 11 September 2008 with Notification 2008/9023/IS. This new bill takes into account the comments received in the above notification as well as stipulations in Regulation (EC) No. 428/2009.  It is intended to allow Iceland to control exports, imports, services and investment of strategic significance, to fulfil its international obligations in that area and to use for that purpose the same lists as are included in Regulation 428/2009 and the EU Common Military List.
