REGULATIONS OF 13 JUNE 2000 CONCERNING THE CONCERNING THE CONSRTCTION,

OPERATION, EQUIPMENT AND SURVEYS OF FISHING VESSELS 15 M IN OVERALL LENGTH

(LOA) AND OVER.

6.
Fishing vessels of 15 metres in length and above and related equipment.

The amendments will especially have effect on radio-equipment on these

vessels.

7.
Article 7 of the European Economic Area (EEA) Agreement.

8.
This notification concerns the regulation specified in item 5 above. This

regulation contains provisions for both vessels with length of 24 metres and

above and provisions for vessels with length of 15 metres and above, but

less than 24 metres. These provisions are consolidated into one regulation.

The present notification concerns the following:

Notification on amendments of provisions in chapter 7, 9 and 12 of the

regulation mentioned in item 5 above. The amendments are concerning the

following requirements:

§ 1-10 paragraph 4) concerns the number of surveys on fishing vessels

§ 7-1 paragraph 2): This provision will now say that § 7-13 and 7-14 shall

apply to all existing fishing vessels.

§ 7-13 reduces the number of portable two-way VHF radiotelephone apparatus

from 3 to 1.

§ 7-14 paragraph 2 shall now apply for all vessels with the length of 24

metres (L) and above.

§ 7-14 paragraph 3 shall also apply to existing vessels.

§ 9-1: Chapter 9 of the Torremolinos Protocol shall also apply to existing

fishing vessels of 15 metres in overall length (LOA) and over.

§ 9-4 regards requirements concerning certificates

§ 9-6 regards requirements concerning certificates

§ 9-7 regards requirements concerning certificates

§ 12-3 shall now apply to existing vessels of 24 metres in length (L) and

above.

Furthermore, the notification concerns Regulation no. 1242 of 22 December

1993, since this Regulation will be repealed when the amendments enters into

force.

The main object of the amendments is to make Chapter 9 of the

Torremolinos Protocol applicable also to existing vessels between 15 and 45

metres in length (L).
