Protection of geographical indication:

Product must be produced and/or processed and/or prepared in geographical

area.

Designations of specific traditional character:

Name must be specific in itself or express the specific character of the

foodstuff.

The group of producers and/or processors will have to pay handling charge

(12.000 - 20.000Nkr)

The Ministry of Agriculture wants to lay down rules in Norway on

protection of designations of origin and geographical indications in

agricultural foodstuffs. It also wants rules for specific character for

agricultural foodstuffs.

development of remote areas.

Give marketing support to the producers and help them to

differentiate

their production and protect their products.

Give reliable information to consumers who regard origin or production

method as important.
