The revised § 36 requires:

Automatic spooling device on wince drums used for anchor handling. This new

requirement concerns both new and existing ships that will be upgraded to

handle anchors on deeper waters than it was originally built for, see 1.

Sentence lit. d).

Anchorhandling vessels shall be arranged to release torsinal forces in the

wire under controlled conditions.

Towing pins and chain/wire stoppers on new and existing ships to be fitted

with audible alarms. 

Existing ships must comply with these provisions not later than 1. July

2004.

The aim of the draft is to reduce risk of accident and minimise

potential consequences of an accident. In May 2001, a man lost his life on

the anchor handling ship "Viking Queen". The Norwegian Maritime Directorate

and represents of the maritime industry and shipping companies held a

meeting in order to improve safety on ships built for anchor handling

purposes.  The general opinion was that something had to be done to improve

safety.

There are no international regulations regarding anchor-handling

equipment. The International Maritime Organisation (IMO) has formed

guidelines for safe ocean towage (MSC/Circ. 884, 1998). These guidelines are

not mandatory, and they are not implemented into Norwegian national law. The
