In § 6 A it is proposed a requirement stating safety level of the

In § 11 the requirements for emergency power supply are proposed

amended. The most important proposal in subsection 5, which emphasise that

failure of the emergency power supply, shall not influence on the main power

supply.

In § 12 requirements that were given in an appendix to the

regulations, are proposed included in the regulation instead.
