The regulation and the draft amendment apply to Norwegian flagged Mobile

Units (MOUs) only.

The draft implies that the most recently adopted requirements in force will

apply to all MOUs, irrespectively of age. Previous approved MOUs will have

to make necessary upgrades as a result of this amendment.

Content of some of the definitions is proposed changed to harmonise the

definitions in all the regulations concerning MOUs.

Editorial amendments and amendments to the administrative provisions

regarding phasing out approval/type approval/detail approval made by the

Norwegian Maritime Directorate. The only formal approval proposed given,

will be the Maritime Certificates for the MODU issued when all matters are

dealt with. However, where appropriate, certified equipment is proposed

required.
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The proposed amendments will bring the MOUs to a higher, more uniform and

predictable level of safety, which is required for drilling at the Norwegian

Continental Shelf.

Need to update the regulations based on new international regulations, i.e.

the LSA-Code. For mobile drilling units, compliance with MODU-Code with

regard to numbers and location of life-saving equipment, is demand.

Acceptance of use of deck cranes for fast rescue boat is based on the fact

that MOUs may have suitable deck cranes onboard

Other technical/operational amendments are proposed to either update the

regulations or make the requirement itself more predictable

By avoiding detail approvals, liberty to pay more attention to critical

areas is achieved.
