Draft regulations concerning amendments to Regulations of 22 December 1993 No. 1239 concerning risk analyses for mobile offshore units
The following amendments are proposed in "Preface":


First paragraph should read: 

"The regulations stipulate requirements for the execution of risk analyses for Norwegian-registered mobile offshore units."


Fifth paragraph should read: 

"In order to obtain risk reduction, systematically chosen operational risk reducing measures resulting from the risk analysis shall be incorporated into the Safety Management System for mobile offshore units."

Sixth paragraph second sentence and seventh paragraph to be deleted. 

Ninth paragraph to be deleted.

 

Thirteenth paragraph should read: 

"The Norwegian Maritime Directorate will evaluate the necessary scope of quantitative analyses in addition to qualitative analyses, depending on the degree to which the object of analysis is well known and previously analysed and documented."

Seventeenth chapter is shortened and should read: 

"Risk analyses carried out under these regulations shall include all matters on which the issuance of maritime certificates is based. Consequently, in addition to covering the areas under the supervision of the Norwegian Maritime Directorate, the risk analyses shall also cover areas under the supervision of MOU classification societies and other supervisory services concerned."


§ 1 Applicability should read: 

"1. The regulations apply to mobile offshore units which will be or are registered in a Norwegian register of ships.

2. Units registered in a Norwegian register of ships may until the next certificate issuance comply with the requirements in force at the time of the last certificate issuance."

§ 2 Definitions existing subsection 3 is appealed. Subsection 4 to 8 are renumbered to 

subsection 3 to 7.


§ 2 Definitions existing subsection 9 and 10 are appealed. 

§ 2 Definitions; new subsection 8 and 9 to be read:

"8. Recognized classification society: Any classification society with which the Ministry has entered into an agreement pursuant to § 9 of the Seaworthiness Act:

· Det Norske Veritas (DNV).

· Lloyd's Register of Shipping (LRS).

· Bureau Veritas (BV).

· Germanischer Lloyd (GL).

· American Bureau of Shipping (ABS).

9. MOU classification society: A recognized classification society with which there is an agreement on its carrying out inspections and surveys, etc. on mobile offshore units. The following societies are MOU classification societies:

· Det Norske Veritas (DNV).

· Lloyd’s Register of Shipping (LRS).

Upon request, the Norwegian Maritime Directorate may in each individual case use other recognized classification societies for the carrying out of inspections and surveys, etc. on mobile offshore units."


§ 2 Definitions, existing subsection 11 to 22 are renumbered to subsection 10 to 21.


§ 3 Responsibility should read:

" The owner and the platform manager are responsible for compliance with the provisions of these regulations1."

§ 4 Departure from regulation requirements is given new heading and should read: 

"§ 4  Deviations

The Norwegian Maritime Directorate may, in individual cases and upon written application, deviate from the requirements of these regulations. There must be special reasons that make the deviations necessary and they must be justifiable in terms of safety. If the requirements of the coastal state and the requirements of these regulations are irreconcilable, the Norwegian Maritime Directorate may deviate from the requirements insofar as safety considerations allow. Deviations must not contravene international agreements to which Norway has acceded."


Chapter III is given new heading and should read: 

"Chapter III  Documentation and revision"


§ 5 Documentation should read: 

" The owner shall be able to document that the requirements of this regulation are complied with. Documentation shall be sent to the Norwegian Maritime Directorate on request. The contents, scope and type of documents and the time of submission shall be decided by the Norwegian Maritime Directorate."


§ 6 Acceptance and approval to be repealed.


§ 7 Revision of the risk analysis should read: 

"1. The owner shall, if necessary, revise the risk analysis if the preconditions of the analysis have been altered as a consequence of physical modifications of the unit, and also take account of technical development and experience of accidents. Considerable alterations of working conditions and operating conditions shall be incorporated into the owner's Safety Management System with subsequent corrections of the risk analysis. The owner shall establish criteria for determining when to revise the risk analysis.

2. When the unit undergoes its 5-year periodical survey the status of the risk analysis, or, where appropriate, the revised risk analysis, shall be reviewed by the owner and the protection and environment committee."


Chapter IV is given new heading and should read:

"Chapter IV Execution of risk analyses for mobile offshore units"

§ 8 Qualification requirements should be read:

“The risk analysis shall be carried out by a group having the following members:

a) personnel having technical/practical and operational experience in the operation of units.

b) persons who can provide documentary evidence of knowledge of, and experience in, the execution of risk analysis, and who are familiar with the unit’s technical and operational systems

c) Head Safety Delegate”

§ 9 The risk analysis, the following sentence to be added at the end: 


"For mobile offshore units which have already been put into operation or units which are registered in a Norwegian register of ships after construction, no concept or design analysis is required."

Chapter V including  §§ 17 and 18 are repealed.


 § 21 Design criteria for safety functions should the heading in 1 a) read:

"a) SF 1. Escape routes1:"

§ 21 Design criteria for safety functions should 1 b) read:

"b) SF 2. Temporary refuges (TR)1:

It shall be possible to maintain a temporary refuge for all persons on board for at least 30 minutes, in order that it will be possible to await further development of the accident, combat the accident and if necessary carry out an evacuation by sea from the area. Where it has been documented that the unit has a compensating ability to carry out a speedy emergency transit, e.g. away from a blowout, fire on the sea or similar incident, a shorter period of time for protection against accidental loads in the temporary refuge may be stipulated."

§ 24 Identification of accidental events; paragraph before subsection 1 is shortened and

 should read: 

"Through carrying out the risk analysis the owner shall identify possible dimensioning accidental events with dimensioning base accidental loads, in order to evaluate the overall risk picture of the unit."


§ 25 Systems important for safety, subsection 1, first sentence should read should read: 

"1. Vital operating systems are, inter alia:"  "Etc." at the end of the list to be deleted.

§ 25 Systems important for safety; subsection 2, first sentence should read:

"2. Safety and emergency systems are, inter alia:" "Etc." at the end of the list to be deleted.


§ 26 Penal provision should read:

"Wilful or negligent violation of these regulations is punishable by fines pursuant to the General Civil Penal Code of 22 May 1902 No. 10, § 339 subsection 2, ref. § 48a and § 48b, unless a more severe penalty is applicable pursuant to any other statutory provision."
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
