Today labelling requirements for soil improvers and growing media

are partly given in the Regulation and partly in different Norwegian

Standards. A new Norwegian Standard NS 2890 (presently pr NS 2890)

harmonising the labelling requirements for soil improvers and growing media

has been drawn up. The new standard is based on CR 13456 Soil improvers and

growing media -Labelling, specification and product shedules (1999) and on a

Norwegian review of national standards and labelling requirements. It is

proposed that the regulation (Regulation Sections 24 and 25) refer to the

new Norwegian Standard NS 2890 for labelling of growing media and soil

improvers.

New labelling requirements in accordance with CR 13456. The product

declaration must:

*
specify a production number/batch code (pr NS 2890 Chapter 4.2.1 g).

*
contain information on recommended use (pr NS 2890 Chapter 4.2.1 h).

Presently only obligatory for products based on organic waste, now

harmonised to cover all products.  

*
specify raw materials and additives in decreasing order of abundance

(pr NS 2890 Chapter 4.2.1.c). No longer obligatory to give the exact content

of the raw materials/supplementary materials in the product declaration. 

*
be placed within a frame (pr NS 2890 Chapter 4.1). 

Other new labelling requirements. The product declaration must:

*
specify production date (month and year) (pr NS 2890 Chapter 4.2.1

g).

*
contain information on recommended storage conditions (pr NS 2890

Chapter 4.2.1.i)

*
declare physical and chemical properties (such as organic matter

content and electrical conductivity) more extensively (pr NS 2890 Chapter

4.2.1 d). Partly taken from CR 13456. 

*
contain a registration number issued by the Norwegian Agricultural

Inspection Service (Statens Landbrukstilsyn) (pr NS 2890 Chapter 4.2.1. l).

The standard makes labelling regulations for all types of growing

medium and soil improvers consistent, and in this way contributes to

bringing these products into equal competition.

The standard has been drawn up in order to implement new European analysis

standards for growing media and soil improvers, and to update the

regulations for labelling such that they apply to all products that are

currently used for this purpose. 

The labelling regulations are aimed at giving the consumer necessary

information about quality and  storage/use of the product.
