Fishing vessels between 15 and 24 metres in length and related equipment.

This notification concerns the regulation specified in item 5 above. This draft proposal contains provisions for vessels with length between 15 and 24 metres. These provisions will to a large extend be similar to provisions laid down in the Commission Directive 2002/35 concerning vessels above 24 meters. The proposed amendment will only apply to Norwegian flagged vessels:
 

§ 1-12 subsection 2 and subsection 3 second sentence about minimum freeboard. 

§ 2-9, subsection 4 about ventilators to engine room. 

§ 3-2, subsection 1 no 4 about stability criteria for fishing vessels with a hull similar to offshore supply vessels.

§ 3-2, subsection 3 about permanent ballast.

§ 4-10, subsection 7, no 1 last sentence about fitting to flexible pipes.

§ 5-2, subsection 3 no 5, subsection 4 no 4 last sentence and subsection 6 no 3 last sentence about requiring tests of prototypes.

§ 7-3 about evaluation, testing and approval of life-saving appliance and arrangements. Life-saving appliances and arrangements on board vessels of 15 metres in length and above constructed after 1 January 2003 should be tested, to confirm that they comply with the requirements of Council Directive 96/98/EC on marine equipment which includes the IMO Recommendations on Testing of Life-Saving Appliances.

Regulations for vessels between 15 and 24 metres will, when adopted in the new regulation, follow the same structure as vessels above 24 metres, which is the structure laid down in the Torremolinos Protocol, as modified by Commission Directive 2002/35. To a large extent the draft proposals are only maintaining present requirements, and it makes sense to harmonise our regulation concerning fishing vessels. Fewer regulations and the same legal structure for all vessels over 15 meters will presumably make it easier for the final user.
