1. Particulars of the place of origin shall be required for fresh fruit and vegetables, including potatoes.

2. Labelling requirements of additives in foodstuff offered for sale without pre-packaging.

3. Terms that shall appear on the labelling when genetically modified foods are offered.

4. Regulation concerning the labelling of genetically modified foodstuffs offered for sale without pre-packaging.

5. Labelling requirements of genetically modified flavourings and additives.

6. Lowering the threshold for labelling genetically modified foods.  

7. Labelling requirements as laid down in a circular of 4. July 1997:

"Circular regarding the Norwegian regulations relating to the labelling of foodstuffs - interim guidelines on the labelling of genetically modified foodstuffs and food ingredients" will now be applied in the regulation.

1. Consumer studies have shown that consumers consider this information

important. Similar regulation is also adopted in EU. Article 14 as referred to above opens up for these kinds of detailed rules concerning foodstuffs

without pre-packaging.  

2. As a consequence of the implementation of EU directives on food additives (as implemented in Norwegian law), it is necessary to make the information available especially when considering consumers with food allergies.

3. To simplify the identification of genetically modified foods for the

consumer.

4. Considering that the main reason for labelling is consumer rights, there is no reason that the labelling requirements on genetically modified foodstuffs should not apply to foods without pre-packaging. Article 14 directive 2000/13/EC states that where foodstuffs are offered for sale without pre-packaging, the member states shall adopt detailed rules concerning the manner in which the particulars specified in article 3 and article 4(2) are to be shown. 

5. To harmonise Norwegian legislation with the Community legislation and to ensure the consumers right to know.

6. The lowering of the threshold for labelling GM foods is in accordance with the Community legislation. This is important in order to ensure the consumer right to know. 

7. In 1995 the Norwegian Parliament (Storting) decided that all foodstuffs produced by using genetically modified organisms should be labelled for the purpose to ensure the consumer this information. This resulted in a circular 4 July 1997 with reference to the regulation on the labelling etc of foodstuffs §5. The new amendment will now apply in labelling regulation the labelling requirements as laid down in the circular of 1997.
