Unauthorized translation

Draft Norwegian Regulation on PAH in Olive Residue Oil  (Pomace)

Laid down by the Ministry of Health pursuant to Act of 19 May 1933 No. 3 concerning supervision of foodstuffs, Sections 1 and 4.

Section 1: Scope


This regulation applies to olive residue oil (pomace oil), also as an ingredient in foodstuffs.

Section 2: Maximum Limit


Products defined in Section 1 shall not contain benzo(a)pyrene (BaP) in amounts above 2 (g per liter.

Section 3: Documentation


Importers and producers must on request be able to document that oil mentioned in Section 1 is in accordance with the provisions laid down in this regulation. 


Certificate of analysis must follow every, single shipment.

Section 4: Control and Resolution

The Norwegian Food Control Authority (SNT) administers control on the decisions in this regulation and decides on resolutions necessary for the implementation of these in establishments of a regional, national or export character, as well as import of foodstuffs. The control and legislative matters administered by SNT can be delegated to the local or municipal food control authorities.

The local or municipal food control authority, or the control authority to which authority is delegated through the Quality Control Service of the appropriate product, controls the remaining establishments and decides on necessary resolutions. 

SNT is the appellant body for individual decisions by control agencies that have been granted authority in accordance with the Quality Control Service of the appropriate product, and for decisions by the local or municipal control authorities to which authority has been delegated by SNT. 

The municipal council or the separate complaints council (klagenemd) are the appropriate appellant bodies for the remaining decisions by the local or municipal food control authorities.

The office of the county governor is the appellant body for decisions by the municipal council or the separate complaints council (klagenemd). 


The Ministry of Health is the appellant body for decisions made by SNT.

Section 5: Exemptions


Exemptions from this regulation can be granted in separate and individual cases by SNT.

Section 6: Penalty


In case of violation of this regulation, the resolutions on penalty in Act of 19 May 1933 no. 3 concerning supervision of foodstuffs are to be enforced.

Section 7: Coming into force


This regulation enters into force immediately. The regulation of 11 July no. 837 temporarily suspending the placing on the market of olive residue oil (pomace) is simultaneously abolished.
