DRAFT NOTIFICATION

On Importation of Specified Foods from the EC and EFTA – states. 

Article 1


This notification applies to the importation of products from the EC and EFTA-states of products containing meat from cattle, sheep, goats, swine and which fall under the following tariff numbers (HS):

Article 2


This Notification is adopted in order to ensure that the products which are listed in Article 1 and are imported to Iceland do not contain any contagious diseases. 

Article 3


Importers of food products described in Article 1 shall submit an official Certificate to the effect that the products have been heat-treated at a minimum of 72°C for 15 seconds. If it is not possible to submit such a Certificate, the importation of the product will follow the provisions of Article 10 of Law no. 25/1993 on Animal Diseases and Protection against them. 

Article 4


The Enforcement of the implementation of this Notification shall be in accordance with the provisions of Law no. 25/1993 on Animal Diseases and Protection against them, and the provisions of Article 6 of Law no. 93/1995 on Food Products, and according to paragraph III of the temporary provisions of Law no. 7/1998 on Hygiene and Pollution Control.

Article 5


This Notification is published according to Article 10 in Law no. 25/1993 on Animal Diseases and Protection against them and in collaboration with the Ministry of Environment, in accordance with the inspection duties of the Environmental and Food Agency of Iceland.  This Notification has been notified in accordance with the EU Directive no. 98/34/EC concerning rules on information exchange regarding technical standards and regulations. The Notification enters into force immediately and is valid until the 16 th of July 2001.  Prior to that date the Notification will be reviewed with a view to its possible extension.
