	8. Main content.
(1) Annex 8 set up quality criteria for fertiliser products based on organic waste. Point 2.2.a has to day 3 quality classes for such products related to the content of heavy metals. The different classes have different restrictions on use. 

It is proposed to add a new quality class 0 to point 2.2a. The maximum limit values for content of heavy metal expressed in mg/kg dry matter (total content) apply for waste-based products for the proposed class 0 is:

Cd  0.4   Pb 40  Hg 0.2   Ni  20,   Zn 150,   Cu 50,   Cr  50.

(1) A certain amount of composted waste has less content of heavy metal than the required for the best quality class 1 in the present regulation. Class 1 has some restrictions on use due to the content of heavy metal. The new class 0 may be used without such restrictions .

(2) A) Increased prediction for manufacturers and simplification for the administrative system concerning fertilisers which not meet the criteria listed in Annex 1 column 1.

B)  Modernization and liberalization of requirements concerning declaration of N and P in fertilisers which not meet the criteria listed in Annex 1 column 1.

(3) Increased prediction for manufacturers and simplification for the administrative system concerning growth substances and compost preparations
