The purpose of these regulations is to lay down certain protective

measures against transmittable spongiform encephalopates by means of

fertiliser goods for production animals. The Commission regulation 1326/2001

EC set down prohibition on the use of animal protein on animal feeding. An

alternative way of using animal protein is as fertilisers or soil improvers.

Some specific use of such products, for example on pasture land, increase

the risk of undesirable animal intake of animal protein. The restrictions

set up in these regulations shall reduce or eliminate this risk.
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
