REGULATIONS ON RESTRICTIONS ON THE USE OF FERTILISERS, SOIL IMPROVERS, GROWING MEDIA ETC CONTAINING COMPOSTED ANIMAL WASTE OR PROCESSED ANIMAL PROTEINS 

Provided by the Ministry of Agriculture on ...........2001 in accordance with subsections 3,5,9 and 10 of the Act of 12 April 1970 no. 83 relating to trade in fertilisers and soil improvement agents etc (Act on fertiliser goods), the royal resolution of 18.06.1971 and section 3 of the Act of 8 June 1962 no. 4 relating to measures against animal diseases (Act on domestic animals).
§ 1 Purpose

The purpose of these regulations is to lay down certain protective measures agains transmittable spongiform encephalopates by means of fertiliser goods for production animals.

§ 2 Scope

These regulations apply to fertilisers, soil improvers, growing media etc containing composted animal waste or processed animal proteins.

§ 3 Definitions
These regulations define the following:

Animal waste: carcases or parts of mammals, birds and aquacultural animals as well as animal products which are not approved or intended for sale as food.

Processed animal proteins: meat bone meal, meat meal, bone meal, blood meal, dried plasma and other blood products, hydrolysed proteins, horn meal, hoof meal, meal produced from poultry waste, fatty-tissue meal, fish meal, dicalcium phosphate, gelatine and other similar products including here all fodder goods, for example mixtures, additives and pre-mixes which contain such products.

§ 4 Limitations on the use  
Products which contain composted animal waste or processed animal proteins must not be used

· where vegetables, potatoes, berries and fruit are cultivated

· in nurseries producing foodstuffs.

· on pasture land, as well as on green fodder plants and tuberous plants grown for fodder.

The following are exempt from the first point

A. milk and dairy products

B. gelatine from other animals than ruminants which are used for the protection of additives

C. fish meal based on raw materials caught at open sea and from aquacultural animals which is produced in factories which exclusively base their production on marine raw materials.

§ 5 Labelling and declaration of goods


The limitations on use specified in section 4 shall be stated on the products’ labelling.

§ 6 Relation to the regulations relating to the trade of fertilisers and soil improvement agens etc
The products are in other respects also subject to the provisions laid down in the regulations relating to the trade of fertilisers and soil improvement agents etc (Act relating to fertiliser goods) of 28 May 1998 with subsequent amendments.

§ 7 Inspection 
The Norwegian Agricultural Inspection Service carries out inspections to ensure that the provisions of the regulations are complied with.

§ 8 Penalties
Any contravention of these regulations is punishable persuant to paragraph 1, section 10 of the Act relating to fertiliser goods.

§ 9 Entry into force
