Regulations concerning changes in the Regulation of Certain

Chemicals in Textiles.

Textiles and leather goods containing azo dyes which can split into

certain arylamines, textiles and leather goods containing concentration

greater than 5 ppm pentachlorophenol and its salts and textiles containing

free and partially hydrolysed formaldehyde in excess of certain limits,

depending on the use of the textile.

The provision represents a prohibition against the manufacturing,

import, export and sale of textiles and leather goods containing azo dyes

which can split into certain arylamines, textiles and leather goods

containing concentration equal to or greater than 5 ppm pentachlorophenol

and its salts, and textiles containing free and partially hydrolysed

formaldehyde in excess of certain limits, depending on the use of the

textiles.



The manufacturing, import, export and sale of textiles

containing azo dyes which can split into certain arylamines and textiles

containing free and partially hydrolysed formaldehyd in excess of certain

limits are regulated since 1999 in the regulations concerning the regulation

of certain chemicals in textiles. The new regulation will include leather

goods in addition to textiles, and it will also regulate textiles and

leather goods containing pentachlorophenol and its salts.

The intention is that the regulation shall enter into force 1 January 2002.

Pentachlorophenol and its salts are highly toxic to aquatic systems,

harmful to human health and long persistant in the environment. Products

containing pentachlorophenol may form highly toxic substances when they are

incinerated.



Norway decided in 1996 to reduce the discharges of

pentachlorophenol considerably by the year of 2000 and to stop the

discharges by the year of 2005. Norway has implemented the European

Commission Directive 1999/51/EC. The regulation came into force 1 January

2001. This directive only sets restrictions on PCP substances and

preparations, not on finished products containing PCP. PCP is used to

prevent fungal growth and decay by bacteria. In the textile and leather

industry, PCP is mostly used for preservation. 



Norway imports textiles and leather goods, both from

countries within Europe and countries outside Europe, that might have been

treated with PCP.



Several European countries, among them Germany, The

Netherlands, Austria and Denmark, have laid down a treshold limit of 5 ppm

for PCP in all products.



The purpose of the proposal is to prevent the discharge of

PCP from causing environmental damage and to fulfil the national aim.
