In Regulation of Certain Chemicals in Textiles the following alterations are made:

1) The title of the regulation will be: Regulations concerning the Regulation of Certain Chemicals in Textiles and Leather Goods.

2) Section 1 Purpose

The purpose of these regulations is to prevent textiles containing formaldehyde and textiles and leather goods containing certain azo dyes and pentachlorophenol and its salts from resulting in harm or the risk of harm to the health of users of textiles or leather goods or to the environment.

3) Section 2 Prohibition against the use of azo dyes in textiles and leather goods

The manufacture, import, export and sale of textiles and leather goods containing azo dyes which can split into one of the arylamines mentioned in Annex 1 is prohibited.

4) Section 2a The maximum concentration of pentachlorophenol in textiles and leather goods

The manufacture, import, export and sale of textiles and leather goods containing concentration greater than 5 ppm pentachlorophenol and its salts is prohibited.

5) Section 4 Requirement to analysis methods

For analysis of arylamines the method referred to in German regulation of azo dyes shall be used until such time as a standardised analysis method is available. For analysis of formaldehyde the ISO-standaridised method NS-EN ISO 14184-1 shall be used. For the analysis of pentachlorophenol the analysis method US EPA 8270 shall be used.
6) Addition to the list of arylamines mentioned in Annex 1 to the regulation

1) The regulations shall enter into force 1 January 2002.

2) Textiles and leather goods containing azo dyes which can split into one of the 21 arylamines in Annex 1 or textiles and leather goods containing concentration greater than 5 ppm pentachlorophenol and its salts can be on sale until 1 June 2002.

Comments on the regulation

On section 1

The regulations encompass all types of textiles and leather goods.

On section 4

The method accepted by the German government, which shall be used until a standardised analysis method is available, is published in the journal ”Amtliche Sammlung von Analysenmethoden nach § 35 des Lebensmittel- und Bedarfsgegenständegesetz” Methode B-82.02, blatt 2 und 4. ISBN 3-410-11220-0.

The analysis method for arylamines declares that a value below 30 mg/kg is considered as negative, that is no arylamines are positively proven. A value above 30 mg/kg is a confirmation of  content of arylamines.
