LICENCE REGULATION FOR RADIO EQUIPMENT IN NORWEGIAN REGISTERED AIRCRAFT 

Laid down by the Norwegian Post and Telecommunications Authority on xx. xx 2001 with basis in the law of 23 June 1995 no. 39 on telecommunication (the Telecommunications Act) sections 
4-2, 5-3, 7-1 and 9-3, and the regulation of 15 December 1995 no. 1032 on the division of authority within the telecommunications sector section 2. 
Section 1 Purpose

The purpose of the regulation is to implement international regulation and secure safe radio communication to and from aircraft.
Section 2 Scope

The regulation lay down requirements for radio equipment installed in Norwegian registered aircraft as well as the use of such equipment including frequency band, for communication with other radio equipment on land, at sea or in other aircraft, either directly or via satellite.

Section 3 Licence requirements
 All use of radio equipment requires a licence from the Norwegian Post and Telecommunications Authority. 

A licence is granted to a person or a company who is responsible for the operation of the aircraft. Application for a licence shall be sent to the Norwegian Post and Telecommunications Authority on a fixed application form. The licence assigns the frequency band allowed by the Norwegian Post and Telecommunications Authority. 

Change of name and/or address during the period of validity shall be forwarded to The Norwegian Post and Telecommunications Authority immediately. 
Section 4 Documentation requirements
The licence for operation shall be kept in the aircraft in accordance with the radio regulations of the International Telecommunications Union (ITU-RR) appendix S 16 part VI and REC 7 annex 3. 

Section 5 Equipment requirements 

All radio equipment shall be in accordance with the Telecommunications Act section 4-2. When required, conformity must be documented.

Radio equipment complying with the requirement laid down by the European aviation organisation JAA (Joint Aviation Authorities) in the European aviation requirements JAR (Joint Aviation Requirements) 21 subpart O, are considered to comply with the Telecommunications Act. section  4-2.

Radio equipment complying with the requirement laid down in the regulation of 20 June 2000 no. 628 on EEA requirements for radio and telecommunication terminal equipment, or the regulation of 15 June 1990 no. 0709 on EEA approval of maritime radio equipment, and that in addition satisfies the appropriate environmental and EMC requirements established in JAR-21 subpart O, are considered to comply with the Telecommunications Act. section 4-2.

The equipment shall be maintained so that it is at all times according to the standard. 

Section 6 User requirements

The Licensee is responsible for ensuring that the radio equipment is used only in accordance with ITU-RR article S-37 and the regulations given by the aviation authorities. 

Transmitted identity must correspond with the identity given in the licence.

Radio equipment shall be used only for necessary communication, cf. ITU-RR articles S 15.1 and S 23.2.

Limitations on use given in the first and third paragraph are not applicable in emergency situations, cf. ITU-RR articles S 4.9 and S 30. 
Section 7 Listening duties
During flight, international aeromobile emergency frequencies shall be monitored if practicably possible. The radio operator is required to receive emergency calls and emergency messages prior to all other communication, cf. ITU-RR article S 44.

The aviation authorities have laid down requirements for actions and procedures that shall be undertaken when emergency calls and emergency messages are received. 
Section 8 Transfer
Radio equipment can only be sold or transferred to others who hold a user licence or are a registered radio equipment retailer.

The licence cannot be transferred.

 Section 9 Exemptions

The Norwegian Post and Telecommunications Authority can in exceptional cases make exemptions from the requirements in sections 3 and 5 of the regulation. 

Section 10 Surveillance

The Norwegian Post and Telecommunications Authority shall supervise compliance with the requirements laid down in these regulations and compliance with decisions pursuant to these regulations. 

As part of the surveillance activities, the Norwegian Post and Telecommunications Authority may carry out random checks, perform measurements or carry out other inspections in the aircraft. If necessary, the equipment may be taken away for more thorough investigations. 

Holder of licence and equipment shall ensure that the telecommunication authority has unimpeded access to the equipment and contribute to the accomplishment of the inspection, cf. chapter 7 of the Telecommunications Act. Necessary information and documentation shall be handed over, cf. section 9-1 of the Telecommunications Act. 
Section 11 Withdrawal

The Norwegian Post and Telecommunications Authority may on the basis of the Telecommunications Act. section 5-5 withdraw the licence. Repeated violations of the conditions given in the licence and neglect of the duty to pay fees may lead to the withdrawal of the licence.

Section 12 Fees

An annual fee is paid for the licence in accordance with the Telecommunications Act section 10-1 and the current regulation on fees payable to the Norwegian Post and Telecommunications Authority. 
Section 13 Sanctions

If the provision of the regulations is violated, the Norwegian Post and Telecommunications Authority may implement sanctions pursuant to the Telecommunications Act chapter 7 and impose a penalty according to the Telecommunications Act section10-3. 
Section 14 Penalties

Violations of these regulations are punishable pursuant to section 10-4 of the Telecommunications Act, and may entail the confiscation of equipment in accordance with the confiscation provisions of the penal code.
Section 15 Entry into force

The regulation shall enter into force on 1 January 2002. 

Regulation of 1 March 1951 no. 9948 on licence requirements of radio stations onboard aircraft shall be revoked as from the same day.
