This bill seeks to contribute to the proper functioning of the internal

market by ensuring the free movement of information society services between

the Member States.

The service provider is obligated to give general information so that the

recipients of the service and competent authorities can contact him rapidly.

Commercial communications has to comply with special conditions, and there

are information requirements prior to orders placed by recipients of the

service. Member States shall ensure that their legal system allows contracts

to be concluded by electronic means.

The Member States shall ensure that, on specific conditions, a service

provider who transfer information in a communication network or provide

access to a communication network, does not become liable for the

information transmitted. Neither is a service provider, caching or hosting

information, liable for the information transferred as long as specific

conditions are granted.
