The introduction and spread of Phytophthora ramorum is prohibited

and it is is made a notifiable pest in Norway.  Regulated host plant

material imported from countries where it is known to occur (as specified in

point 6) should be accompanied by a phytosanitary certificate, stating that

specified requirements are fulfilled. Introduction of bark of Acer

macrophyllum, Aesculus californica, Lithocarpus densiflorus and Quercus

spp., originating in the United States of America is prohibited.

The regulations are proposed to enter into force 24  March 2003 and will

remain temporarily effective until 31 December 2003.

Phytophthora ramorum is considered to be an organism of potential

phytosanitary risk and which is not known to occur in Norway. Specified

requirements are made to imported plant material to prevent introduction of

the pest.
