Draft regulation amending regulation 27. September no. 1028 of certain contaminants in foodstuff.

The draft regulation establishes a maximum limit of dioxin-like PCBs (sum of mono-orto and  non-orto PCB) of 3 pg WHO-TE/ g fat in marine oils. 
 
9. 

The aim of the proposed regulation is to avoid unacceptable levels of dioxin-like PCBs in marine oils until a maximum level is set by the EU. 
Calculations have shown that an average Norwegian diet exceeds the EU TWI for dioxins and dioxin-like PCB of 14 pg TE/kg bodyweight. High Exposure from dioxin-like PCBs in marine oils is not acceptable, as there exist purifying methods readily available for these oils. A maximum level of dioxin-like PCBs is therefore proposed to protect public health. 
According to a risk assessment performed by members of the Norwegian Scientific Committee on Food, a limit of 3 pg WHO TE/ g fat gives an acceptable level of protection.
