Draft regulation amending regulation 27. September 2002 no. 1028 regarding certain contaminants in foodstuff.

Adopted by the Norwegian Food Control Authority xx 2003 with legal basis in law 19. May 1933 no. 3 regarding supervision of foodstuff § 1 and § 4, and delegation resolution 26. March 1990.

I

Regulation 27. September 2002 no. 1028 regarding certain contaminants in foodstuff is altered in the following way: 

New § 3b shall be: 

§ 3b  Maximum level for dioxinlike PCBs in marine oils.

          This regulation applies to oil extracted from marine organisms, ready for consumption,  and such oils which enter into foodstuff as an ingredient.

         Products as defined above shall not contain dioxinlike PCBs*) (sum of  mono-orto PCB and non-orto PCB) at levels exceeding 3 pg WHO-TE/g fat. 

II

This regulation comes into force immediately.
