Apply to the transportation of petroleum in pipeline systems transporting petroleum onshore with     an operating pressure over 16 bar . Covers planning, design, construction, start-up, operation, cessation of operation etc.

Directive 98/30/EC conserning commen rules for the internal market in natural gas (The Regulations will also comply with the new directive, common politcy EC no. 6/2003, and article 6).

The Regulations shall form the basis for ensuring that the transportation of petroleum onshore shall be conducted in a safe manner.  This means that the Regulations make requirements in regard to planning, design, construction, start-up and operation of pipelines, and the use of standards also plays an important role. The purpose is to prevent unintended occurrences  which may cause damage to life, health, the environment or material values.

 

The Regulations apply primarily to transport pipelines for petroleum with an operating pressure over 16 bar. The Directorate for Fire and Electrical Safety may, however, decide that all or parts of the Regulations can be made applicable to pipeline systems with lower operating pressure and/or for other fluids than  petroleum.  The limit of 16 bar is derived from the European Standard NS-EN 1594 regarding gas pipelines.

 In Norway, the transportation of petroleum in onshore pipelines has been regulated by the Regulations concerning Transportation of Petroleum in Onshore Pipelines since 1986. In the past there has been a development in international standards specially concerning safety distances, utilisation of materials and design for such pipelines. There was therefore an obvious need for revising the regulations.
